B. GA Workgroup.  At the November Council meeting, Dr. Russell and Mr. Bartelt brought forth some issues related to graduate assistant policy and procedures.  A GA workgroup has been formed with faculty and students and that group will meet on December 13.  Dean Masterson reached out to Financial Services to explore the possibility of graduate students being paid twice monthly as are other student workers.  This would require the submission of official time sheets into the Banner system by the GAs and approval from their supervisors.  Currently, they submit paper forms or PDFs that are kept only by the unit (and subject to university audit).  That would be a major change and require additional time/effort from both GAs and the faculty supervisors, so if we were to pursue this different path, we would need to get wide-spread support.  Regardless, Financial Services indicated that because the change also would require significant programming resources from Computer Services, they could not consider it at this time.  It appears that our feasible course of action at this time is to provide straightforward information about payment schedules to our GAs at the beginning of their service, so that they can budget monthly commitments accordingly.
